Day 7 Sorrento > Matera > Bari

Pick-up at your hotel in Sorrento and transfer to Matera, an astonishing UNESCO World Heritage Site

and culture capital of Europe for 2019: this city has gained international fame for its ancient town, the

"Sassi di Matera" (meaning "stones of Matera"). The Sassi originate from a prehistoric (troglodyte)

settlement, and are suspected to be some of the first human settlements in Italy. Because of the ancient

and primitive scenery in and around the Sassi, it has been used by filmmakers as the setting for ancient

Jerusalem: a good number of famous biblical period motion pictures were filmed in Matera, amongst



which Mel Gibson’s blockbuster “The Passion of the Christ”. Visit the city with a private local guide on a 2

hours tour, then transfer to your hotel in Bari.

Day 8 Full day Castel del Monte and Winery

Today we drive to visit Castel del Monte near Andria, where the so-called "Stone Crown of Apulia" can be

found. It’s the most important testimony of Staufer architecture, where numerous myths still surround the

legendary "octagon" of Frederick II. Following transfer to a magnificent wine estate owned by the

Antinori’s family. Crossing the, approximately, 130 vine yarded hectares, we approach the farm that

reminds us of the typical "masserie" of the Murgia with its structure and brilliant white tufaceous walls.

Tasting of wines selection and a snack with local products will be served in the enchanting hall. Transfer

to your hotel in Bari. (S)

Day 9 Full day Alberobello and Polignano a Mare with lunch in a local Masseria

Today we drive to visit Alberobello, the World Heritage Site of fairy-tale trulli, traditional dry stone huts

with conical roof, constructions specific to this area of the region. Plenty of shopping opportunities to be

chosen from olive tree cooking tools, local linen and good-luck terracotta whistles! Then, transfer to a

stunning 1600’ farmhouse where you’ll enjoy a lunch with mostly organic food from their garden. In the

afternoon we move to Polignano a Mare to admire the impressive panoramas from the seaside terraces

overhanging the rock, and why not, indulging yourself with a tasty gelato or granita, pride of the locals.

Admire the breath-taking marine caves carved out of magnificent limestone rocks, with an unparalleled

view over the blue-green Adriatic Sea. Transfer to your hotel in Bari. (L)
